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In the beginning of Parshas Mattos we 
find the idea of a "neder" - making a vow. 
The Shelah Hakadosh writes that if we 
want to understand the significance and 
depth of a concept in the Torah, we should 
look at the first time it appears in the 
Torah.

Rav Gedalia Schorr points out that the 
first time a neder appears in the Torah is 
in Parshas Vayeitzei:

There is a connection between a neder 
and Bais Elokim, a dwelling place for 
Hashem's Shechina. 

Rabbeinu Bechaya connects the word נדֶֶר 
to דִירָה - a dwelling place, referring 
specifically to a home for the Shechina. 

We read this parsha during the three 
weeks in which we mourn the destruction 
if the Bais Hamikdash. This is a reminder 
that our focus now needs to be on 
recognizing the magnitude of what we lost 
and strengthening ourselves to do all we 
can to build a place for Hashem's shechina 
to rest among us again real soon.
